Did you know this… On 
July 4, 1821, President 
Adams said: "The high-
est glory of the Ameri-
can Revolution was this; 

"It connected in one 
indissoluble bond 
the principles of civ-
il government with 
the principles of 
Christianity." and 

finally… Of the first 
108 universities 
founded in America, 

106 were distinctly Chris-
tian, including the first, 
Harvard University, char-
tered in 1636.  In the 
original Harvard Student 
Handbook, rule number 1 
was that students seeking 
entrance must know Latin 
and Greek so that they 
could study the Scrip-
tures: "Let every student 
be plainly instructed and 
earnestly pressed to con-
sider well, the main end 
of His life and studies is, 
to know God and Jesus 
Christ, which is eternal 
life, John 17:3; and there-
fore to lay Jesus Christ as 
the only foundation for 
our children to follow the 
moral principles of the 
Ten Commandments."
